Check Eligibility Criteria

· Meet the admission criteria for UCASinternational students;
· Get acceptance by a host supervisor and institute;
· Have no other sponsorship at the time of application;
· Age Requirements:
1.Master’s degree candidates: ≤30 years on 31/12 /2018.
2.Doctoral degree candidates: ≤35 years on31/12 /2018.
3.Students on joint programs: No age limit.
4.Regular and senior visiting students: ≤40 years  on 31/12 /2018
· Joint programs’ and Visiting students’ requirements please see the Notes below.


· Your supervisor should complete the comment page of both Admission Application Form (Attachment 1) and Application Form for UCAS scholarship (Attachment 2)
· Your supervisor need to send the above two Comment pages back to the institute before deadline.
Remind your supervisor to complete and send back the comment page
·  Please prepare and upload the materials to the system. http://adis.ucas.ac.cn. Make sure the electronic version of supporting documentation is in the right format as requested for the online application system. Please check the materials based on the checklist.

· Reference letters in the body of e-mails will NOT be accepted.

	Provide unexpired TOEFL or IELTS scores. 

	· Native language is not English;
· TOEFL≥ 90, IELTS≥6.5.
	Applicants are not required to submit a TOEFL or IELTS score only if their: 
1.	Native language is English, or
2.	Major undergraduate courses are conducted in English/Chinese, which should be stated in transcripts, or
3.	New HSK Band 5 passed with over 200 scores.


Please note: 
· Applicants can ONLY apply to ONE eligible supervisor affiliated with UCAS faculty or CAS institute.
· Please choose major, host supervisor and host institute cautiously before submission. After enrollment at UCAS, applications for the change of these items are seldom considered. 
· Applicants CANNOT take up other assignments during application and during the period of his/her scholarship.
· Applicants must make sure that all the information filled and documents uploaded in the online system are authentic and effective, otherwise they should undertake all the relevant consequences.
· All the application documents must be in English or Chinese. If any of these are not available in English or Chinese, original documents must be accompanied by certified English or Chinese translations. All translations must be literal and complete versions of the original documents.
· A lack of application documents or unsatisfactory documents will not be accepted and none of the documents will be returned regardless of the application status.
· Please DO NOT send any of your application documents directly to the International Students Office of UCAS.










Other requirements on applicants on joint programs:
1.	Applicants should be currently studying at higher institutions abroad.
2.	The higher institution abroad the applicant is affiliated with should have signed relevant collaboration and exchange agreement with CAS/UCAS/CAS institute. 
3.	Awarded student should register before the November of 2018.
4.	The academic visit to or joint culture at CAS should last for no shorter than 6 months.
Other requirements on visiting students:
1.	Scholars should register before the November of 2018.
2.	Scholars shall be further educated for no shorter than 6 months.
